Review procedure for manuscripts submitted to the journal Kompetentnost 

– All manuscripts submitted for publication go through the review process.

– There are two types of reviewing:

· internal (manuscripts are reviewed by members of the Editorial Board);

· external (manuscripts are peer-reviewed by leading specialists in a corresponding field of law).

– The Executive Secretary determines if a manuscript fits the scope of the Journal and checks if it is prepared in accordance with the Journal's style and format requirements. Then the manuscript is peer-reviewed by a researcher with a Ph.D., Doctoral degree, D.Sc. whose specialization is closest to the issues discussed in a manuscript.

– The Executive Secretary informs the authors that the manuscript has been received within 7 days.

– Time allocated for the reviewing process is determined by the Executive Secretary specifically for each manuscript to help publish the paper as soon as possible.

– A review should cover the following:

· if the contents of the paper correspond to its title;

· if the paper meets modern research standards;

· if the  problem formulation is clear enough;

· estimation of the performance in achieving results;

· results' originality and innovativeness;

· practical significance of the results;

· trengths and gaps of the article, corrections and additions that should be made by the author;

· conclusion whether it is necessary or not to publish the peer-reviewed manuscript or there is a   need of its revision ("it is recommended", "it is recommended, taking into account corrections made by the reviewer" or "it is not recommended").

In addition, the reviewer may express an opinion:

· on the form of presentation, language, style, structure, clarity, illustrative material;

· on the need of publishing an article based on previously published materials on the given subject.

– Reviews should be certified according to the procedure used in referee’s affiliating institution.

– If there are recommendations for revision of article in the review, the author receives a text of the review with a proposal to take into account when preparing a new version of the article. Modified article has to be resent for review.

– If the manuscript is not accepted for publication the Editorial Board sends the author its motivated refusal.

– Manuscripts not recommended for publication by a referee will not be considered again. The negative review is sent to the author via e-mail, fax or regular mail.

– A favorable review is not a sufficient ground for publication. The final decision on the feasibility of publication is made by the Editorial Board.

– After the manuscript is accepted for publication the Executive Secretary informs the author about it and also about the time when the manuscript will be published.

– Originals of reviews are kept by the Editorial Board of the scientific and practical Kompetentnost journal.
