Treatment of manuscripts

1. The Editorial Board has a right to send out a manuscript for additional assessment.

2. The Editorial Board has a right to do scientific and literary editing of an article, shorten it (subject to agreement by the author) or, return it to the author for revision.

3. The Editorial Board has a right to reject an article if it does not meet the requirements or does not fit the scope of the Journal.

4. In case of rejection the Editorial Board gives a reasoned statement.

5. The Journal acknowledges receipt of a manuscript within 7 days. The Editors communicate the results of assessment and the plan of publication within one month after the manuscript is received.

6. The Editorial Board provides the author with one free copy of the journal that includes the published article.
