The results of a systematic analysis of the effectiveness of voluntary certification
systems (VCS) of agro-industrial enterprises in developing countries, carried out
within the framework of evidence-based methodology, are considered. It summarizes
the results of 43 quantitative and 136 qualitative studies on the impact of certification
on the most important socio-economic factors, such as product prices, farm income,
and standard of living. The authors of the article revealed that there is uncertainty
in assessing the effectiveness and efficiency of using the voluntary certification tool
in Russian practice. In this regard, they consider it advisable to develop adequate
criteria in the country to correctly assess the benefits associated with certification.
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
